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Definitions


Local Behavioral Health Authority Definitions:

10-1201 (definition will remain as is)

“core service agency” means the designated county or multicounty authority that is responsible for planning, managing, and monitoring publicly funded mental health services.

7.5-101

“Local addictions authority” means the designated county or multicounty authority that is responsible for planning, managing, and monitoring publicly funded substance use disorder services.

	(1)  “Local behavioral health authority” means the designated county or multicounty authority that is responsible for planning, managing, and monitoring publicly funded mental health and substance use disorder services.

	(2)  “Local behavioral health authority” includes core services agencies and local addictions authorities.


[bookmark: _GoBack]Addictive Disorder (7.5-101):  A disorder of the brain reward activation system in which gambling becomes repetitive and there is diminished control and persistent engagement in the behavior despite adverse consequences.


Peer Support Services (7.5-101):  A set of non-clinical activities provided by individuals in recovery from mental health or substance use disorders who use their personal, lived experience and training to support other individuals with mental health or substance use disorders.


Family Support Services (7.5-101):  A set of non-clinical activities provided by family members of individuals with mental health or substance use disorders to support individuals with mental health or substance use disorders or their families.


Somatic Health (7.5–204):  It is the policy of the State that the Director may collaborate with other agencies to promote coordinated care and treatment of individuals who have behavioral health disorders.


Recovery Residences (8-101):  A service that provides alcohol-free and drug-free housing to individuals with substance use disorders or co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders, and that does not include clinical treatment services.  
Facility (10-101): 

 (a)        In this title the following words have the meanings indicated.
  
(e)        (1)        Except as otherwise provided in this title, “facility” means any public or private [clinic,] hospital, or other institution that provides or purports to provide inpatient treatment or other services for individuals who have mental disorders.
 
(2)        “Facility” does not include a Veterans’ Administration hospital.
