1.   Dr. Moghimi called the General Session meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

Dr. Moghimi read the following statement:  Except in instances when the Board of Occupational Therapy 

expressly invites public testimony, questions, comments, or other forms of public participation is otherwise 

authorized by law, no member of the public attending an open session may participate in the session.

2. Ms. Stevenson motioned to approve the amended General Session agenda – July 19, 2013.  

Ms. Julien seconded the motion.  The Board voted unanimously in favor.

3. Ms. Stevenson motioned to approve the amended General Session Minutes.  Ms. Hughes seconded the motion.  The Board voted unanimously in favor.

REPORTS

1. Mr. Bloom, Office of The Attorney General, reported on the status of the Child Support Enforcement MOU.  It was confirmed that the Board has agreed to provide the licensee data on a quarterly basis upon request.

2. Ms. Ashman provided a summary of the Veterans’ Employment Act of 2013.  The Board had discussion.  Mr. Bloom will send Ms. Ashman a template from one of the other health boards that includes this information for licensing veterans and their spouses.

3. Ms. Hughes and Mr. Kshepakaran noted that the continuing education reviews are being reviewed, and business is as usual.

4. Ms. Neville, Regulations Coordinator for Boards and Commission, reported on the Affordable Care Act (ACA).  Ms. Neville said the project is just getting started, but said that so far the Office of Health Care Quality would be drafting the regulations as needed.  Ms. Neville will keep the Board apprised of this project.

4a.  Ms. Neville, Regulations Coordinator for Boards and Commission, and Ms. Vanessa 

      Hughes, COTA/L, Board Member, attended a summer study meeting regarding a proposal to 

      license Naturopaths in the State of Maryland.  Discussion focused on licensing the group 

      under the auspices of the Physicians’ Board.  The Board had discussion.  The Board will 

      forward questions, if any, to Ms. Ashman before the next scheduled meeting.  

4b.  Ms. Ashman informed the Board that the proposed regulations to increase the MHCC fee

       were approved.  This fee increase only affects the occupational therapists during the renewal 

       cycle of licensure and has no impact on occupational therapy assistants.

4c.  A summer study is being conducted to consider licensure of Kinesiotherapists.  The Board 

       had discussion.  The next scheduled meeting is August 26 at 10:00 a.m. at Patterson Avenue.  

       This is an open meeting and Ms. Hughes, COTA/L, volunteered to attend if her schedule 

       permits.

5a.  Ms. Ashman informed the Board that all correspondence and inquires of the prior month

       were of a general nature and were handled by the Board office.

5b.  Ms. Ashman confirmed that a final e-blast was sent 30 days before the renewal expiration 

      date reminding licensees that the deadline to renew was approaching.  

5c.  Ms. Ashman reported that 96% of occupational therapists and 94% of occupational therapy 

       assistants had renewed their licenses by June 30, 2013.  The total licensee base in Maryland 

       currently is 3,378.

5d.  Ms. Ashman informed the Board that the Department Legislative Audit is still ongoing.

5e.  Ms. Ashman reported that the Board of Occupational Therapy staff successfully completed 

       the on-line ethics course required by the Department.

5f.  Ms. Ashman reported that an e-blast would be sent out to inform the active licensee base of 

      the newly adopted revision to COMAR Chapter 10.46.04 as well as the Maryland OT 

      Boards’ Telerehabilitation position statement.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1.  There wasn’t any unfinished business for discussion.  

NEW BUSINESS

1. Ms. Adams motioned to ratify the June applicants: 11 occupational therapists and 6 occupational therapy assistants for a total of 17; and, the July applications: 20 occupational therapists and 8 occupational therapy assistants for a total of 28.  Mr. Kshepakaran motioned to approve the applications for licensure.  Ms. Stevenson seconded the motion.  The Board voted unanimously in favor.
