1. Dr. Moghimi called the General Session meeting to order at 8:50 a.m.

Dr. Moghimi read the following statement: Except in instances when the Board of Occupational Therapy expressly invites public testimony, questions, comments, or other forms of public participation is otherwise authorized by law, no member of the public attending an open session may participate in the session.

2. Ms. Julien motioned to approve the agenda.  Ms. Stevenson seconded the motion.  The Board voted

 unanimously in favor.

3. Ms. Stevenson motioned to approve the August 17, 2012 General Session minutes.  Ms. Gupta 

seconded the motion.  The Board voted unanimously in favor.

4. Ms. Ashman distributed a draft from the Board workshop, September 21, 2012, that included the proposed changes to the Continuing Competency Requirements (COMAR 10.46.04).  The Board reviewed the proposed revision to COMAR 10.46.04.  The Board summarized that the proposal is intended to provide greater flexibility in obtaining continuing education, to reduce redundancy of requirements and documentation between the State Board and the National Board for Certification in Occupational Therapy (NBCOT).  In addition, the State Board requirements will be more aligned with and consistent with national standards.  Ms. Gupta motioned to approve the draft.  Ms. Julien seconded the motion.  The Board voted unanimously in favor.   Ms. Ashman will send an email informing NBCOT of the Board’s intention.   

4a.   Ms. Stevenson motioned that, based on discussions from the previous day’s workshop discussions, the 

       Board should develop a position statement relative to telerehabilitation in the State of Maryland.  Ms. 

       Julien seconded the motion.  The Board voted unanimously in favor.  Mr. Gerber will prepare a draft 

        of the position statement for Board review at next month’s meeting.

REPORTS

1. Mr. Gerber had no new business from the Office of Attorney General’s office to report at this time. 

2. Mr. Gerber summarized the 2013 legislative proposals to date.  Of those proposed bills, Ms. Ashman was asked to research how paperless renewals are handled at other Boards, such as the Board of Nurses.  The Board also had discussion on the proposed legislation to provide temporary licenses for military personnel.  Mr. Gerber informed the Board that if this bill passes, the Board would need to draft regulations.

3. Mr. Kshepakaran discussed a CCR sponsor submission informing the Board that it was reviewed and approved for role related credit.  Ms. Ashman reported on correspondence received relative to physical agent modalities (PAMS).  The sponsor proposed two formats to meet the criteria per COMAR 10.46.06.  The continuing education committee agreed that both formats were consistent with the regulations.

4.    The Board had discussion regarding several inquiries from licensees.  The Board directed Ms. Ashman 

        in preparing responses to each.   

5. Ms. Ashman informed the Board that by the votes submitted, the nomination for Board Chairperson 

was  Dr. Moghimi.  Dr. Moghimi accepted the nomination.  Ms. Stevenson was nominated for Vice 

Chairperson.  Ms. Stevenson accepted the nomination.  Ms. Stevenson also agreed to accept the role of 

Complaint Liaison on behalf of the Board.  She will work with Dr. Moghimi, Mr. Gerber, Mr. 

Schuyler, and Ms. Goetz on the transition into this role.  In addition, Ms. Stevenson will continue 

reviewing the continuing education for the license applications until next month’s Board meeting when 

all of the other members of the CCR committee are present. 

6.  Mr. Kshepakaran will coordinate the jurisprudence exam revisions for completion in December 2012 to 

     be used during the upcoming 2013 calendar year.  He will develop a system for revising the test 

     annually.  Revisions will compliment trends seen in the Board’s disciplinary caseload.  Ms. Pinkney will 

     email Mr. Kshepakaran the current jurisprudence exam being used by the Board office.  Ms. Pinkney 

     will email Mr. Kshepakaran the questions that are most frequently incorrect on the jurisprudence exam.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
1.  Ms. Ashman provided an update to the Board on the DLS Sunset Review.  

2. Ms. Ashman has received and processed the out of state NBCOT Conference registration forms for 

approval through the Department.  Ms. Ashman will provide an update at the next Board meeting 

regarding the review. 

NEW BUSINESS

1. Ms. Stevenson recommended ratification of 26 occupational therapists and 19 occupational therapy assistants for the period of August 18 – September 19, 2012.  In addition 2 occupational therapists are in executive session.
