2. Ms. Neville, Regulations Coordinator, updated the Board on the 2014 Legislative Session.  811 bills were signed yesterday by the Governor.  Any board contemplating a bill for next year should provide a one-page concept paper to Ms. Neville by May 31, 2014.  Ms. Ashman did not anticipate any bills for next year.

3. Ms. Hughes and Mr. Kshepakaran had nothing to report concerning continuing education.

4. Ms. Ashman presented three inquiries which were received via email.  The Board discussed each matter.  Ms. Ashman will draft responses for each of these inquiries.

5. Ms. Lane reported that over 1,000 applicants have renewed their licenses since May 1.  There are approximately 2,800 licensees who are pending to renew.

1. Ms. Adams recommended the ratification of 43 occupational therapists and 8 occupational therapy assistants for a total of 51 applications.  Mr. Shepakaran motioned to approve the applications.          Ms. Hughes seconded the motion.  The Board voted unanimously in favor.
