10% of licensees will receive written Audit Notice from the Board to submit continuing education documentation by 12/31/2001 in order to be eligible to renew by 6/30/2002.


December 31


Deadline for all licensees to complete continuing education to be eligible for renewal by 6/30/2002.


Deadline for licensees audited to comply with audit requirements.


2002	March 15 (on or before)


Receive Renewal Notice from Board for renewal by 6/30/2002.


May 1


Postmark deadline for timely renewal submissions.


May 2


Pay late fee for renewal postmarked after May 1.


June 15 (on or before)


Receive renewed license from Board if application postmarked by May 1.


June 30


Receive renewed license from Board if application postmarked after May 1.


July 1


Check your license for expiration date.


Stop practicing if your license has expired.


Contact the Board to apply for reinstatement. 


Wait until the 3rd Friday of the month for Board review/approval.

The information collected on the license application form and the license renewal form is collected for the purposes of the Board’s functions under the Md. Health Gen. Code Ann., Title 10.  Failure to provide the information may result in the denial of your application for an initial or renewed license.  You have a right to inspect, amend, and correct this information.  The Board may permit inspection of this information, or make it available to others, only as permitted by federal and State law.  The Board may sell or provide a list of licensees’ names and addresses or professional associations and other entities.  Under the Maryland Public Information Act.  Md State Gov’t Code Ann. 10-617, you may request in writing that your name be omitted from such lists.





















































What type of disciplinary matter is most frequently addressed by the Board?  





Following a renewal period, the Board frequently handles cases of practicing without a license.  This usually occurs when a licensee discovers that his/her pocket license reflects an expiration date that has already passed.  For example, June 30, 2000.





What reasons are given for this 


lapse in licensure?





Never received renewal notice from the Board.


Relocated and forgot to notify the Board of an address change.


Filed Renewal Notice and forgot to act on it.


Submitted a renewal application to the Board and never received an updated license.


Was unaware of renewal requirement.








What can I do to prevent such a situation in the future?





Plan Ahead.


Create a “tickler” in your own filing system and on your calendar to remind yourself of the deadline for renewal, i.e., May 1, 2002 and of the license expiration date, i.e., June 30, 2002.


Contact the Board office if you do not receive a renewal notice.


Maintain a copy of documents you submit to the Board, proof of payment, and proof of postage.
