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PRE-CHARGE CONSENT ORDER

Background

The Maryland Board of Physical Therapy Examiners (the ""Board'") received a complaint

trom the President of Rehabilitation Service. Inc.. alleging that employee Thompson Ibidun.

PT .. (the "RespondenC). submitted treatment notes for patients he tailed to treat at Ileritage

Ilarbour Health & Rehabilitation. As a result. the Board conducted an investigation into the

matter which confirmed that the Respondent submitted false treatment notes for approximately

five patients he failcd to treat in whole or in part.

In lieu of issuing Charges against the Respondent for violation of the Maryland Physical

Therapy Act. Md. Code Ann .. Health Occ. ~ 13-101 el seq .. the Board held a Pre-Charge Case

Resolution Conference with the Respondent on November 10. 2009. As a result. the Board and

the Respondent have agreed to resolve this matter as set forth in this Consent Order.

FINDINGS OF FACT

I. At all times relevant. the Respondent was a contract employee for Rehabilitation

Services. Inc.. a company that provides facilities with contract physical therapists.

~ On Saturday. August 23. 2008, the Respondent was assigned to provide physical therapy

services to at least tive (5) patients at Ilarbour Health & Rehabilitation, a nursing home

facility in Annapolis. Maryland.

3. The Respondent did not provide any treatment to two of the scheduled patients. and

providcd only partial treatment to thrcc patients.

4. Nonetheless. the Respondent created treatment notes fiJr each of these patients
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documcnting full physical thcrapy trcatmcnt. The Respondcnt's treatment notcs wcrc

used by thc Itlcility to substantiatc billing to third party payors.

5. Several paticnts complained that thcy did not reccivc physical therapy treatmcnt as

scheduled. This prompted in internal investigation by Ilarbour Ilealth during which thc

Respondent apologizcd and admittcd to crcating the falsc trcatmcnt rccords and failing to

treat his schcduled patients.

6. Due to the Rcspondcnt's misconduct, Ilarbour Health was rcimbursed approximatcly

$5,900.

7. The Respondcnt is still contractcd with Rehabilitation Spccialists although he IS not

permitted to practicc at Harbour Hcalth.

8. Recognizing that thcrc is no justilication for crcating ttllsc trcatment records. thc

Respondcnt cxplaincd that hc had child carc issues on the datc in qucstion that compcllcd

him to leavc thc Itlcility early.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

Bascd on the forcgoing Findings of Fact. the Board concludcs that the Respondcnt has

violated Md. Code Ann., Ilealth Occ. SS 13-316(2), (12), (14), (15), (19) and (25).

ORDER

this Consent Order: and

(4) The Respondent's li,ilure to fully comply with the terms of this Consent Order shall

constitute unprofessional conduct in the practice of physical therapy and may subject the

Respondent to further disciplinary action by the Board: and be it further.

ORDERED that within one (I) year of the date of this Consent Order. the Respondent

shall pay a FINE of $500. payable to the Maryland Board of Physical Therapy Examiners: and
