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GREATER BADEN RECEIVES FEDERAL APPROVAL TO PROVIDE PRENATAL CARE IN WALKER MILL; PROGRAM WILL SUPPORT EFFORTS TO REDUCE INFANT MORTALITY RATES IN PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY
Capitol Heights, MD (February 14, 2011) – Senator Benjamin Cardin; County Executive Rushern Baker; Dr. Donald Shell, Health Officer, Prince George’s County; Ken Glover, President and CEO, Dimensions Healthcare System; and John A. Hurson, Chairman, Maryland Community Health Resources Commission joined Greater Baden Medical Services, Inc. to announce that Baden had received approval from the federal government to provide prenatal services at its Walker Mill facility.  Greater Baden, a federally qualified health center (FQHC), operating multiple sites in Prince George’s and Charles Counties, reported serving approximately 11,500 patients in 2009.

Greater Baden will utilize a state grant from the Maryland Community Health Resources Commission to provide access to prenatal services for at-risk women.  The grant is designed to support the Governor’s initiative to reduce infant mortality rates in the state, help improve birth outcomes in Prince George’s County, and reduce health disparities in this underserved community.  Over the last five years, the Commission has awarded seven grants in Prince George’s County, totaling $1.9 million.  These programs have collectively served nearly 2,000 underserved residents and expanded access to dental care for low-income children, increased primary care capacity, and integrated behavioral health services in the community.
