Important Notice to Nonresident Pharmacies
Effective October 1, 2012, all Maryland Non-resident Pharmacies are required to have a pharmacist on staff who is licensed by the Board and is designated as the pharmacist responsible for providing pharmaceutical services to patients in Maryland.  
Please be advised that if a pharmacist employed by a non-resident pharmacy has submitted the following to the Board by October 1, 2012, then it will be granted an extension while the pharmacist’s reciprocity application is processed for approval:
1) A reciprocity application and the required fee; and 
2) Evidence that the pharmacist has also applied to National Association of Boards of Pharmacy (NABP) to take the Multistate Pharmacy Jurisprudence Examination (MPJE) and paid the required fee.
