 Licensed Clinical Professional Counselors will be permitted to work as 
independent clinicians under the proposed contract.  The RFP is for a licensed 
psychologist to manage the entire Behavior Supports Program, including 
supervising non-licensed associates, arranging for and supervising support 
services and mobile crisis services, determining and managing the budget, and 
being responsible for all HR decisions. Licensed Clinical Professional 
Counselors may still perform the professional functions listed in COMAR 
10.22.10.05.b (1) independently, with only administrative oversight by the head 
of the program.
