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2024 Legislative Update

The fiscal 2025 budget bill (SB360) and the Budget Reconciliation
and Financing Act (BRFA)(SB360) made several changes that impact
the Consortium.

The BRFA creates a new allowable use for Consortium funds that
aligns with its authorizing statute to maximize public funding via
Medicaid.

For fiscal year 2025 only, up to $12.0 million in Consortium funds
may be used for school-based behavioral health services, and to be
used to reimburse Medicaid for school-based behavioral health
services provided through Medicaid.

The fiscal 2025 budget for Medicaid recognizes $14.7 million in
federal funds that will match consortium dollars under this new
allowable use.
