Physician DEA number on pharmacy claim
e Until further notice continue to use the physician DEA (not the NPl number) on pharmacy claims
e This practice will continue until a national match of DEA to NPI numbers (crosswalk) has been issued. Further notice will be
issued when use of the physician NPl number on pharmacy claims becomes mandatory

Managed Care Organizations
e Medicaid MCOs will be notifying pharmacies directly of their NPI requirements
