CONSENT ORDER OF REINSTATEMENT

Background Findings

Mark I3arbino. License Number I 8402. surrendered his license, to practice pharmacy to

the Maryland Board of Pharmacy (the “Board”) on November 17. 2010. in lieu of the Board’s

prosecution of his license br ltlsi fying prescriptions and illegally dispensing controlled

dangerous substances. Mr. Barhino pled guilty to three (3) misdemeanors based on the above

offenses and was sentenced to 10 years incarceration with all but 14 months stayed. The court

subsequently modified Mr. Barhi no’s sentence to probation before judgment.

On June 17. 2012. Mr. Barhino submitted a Petition for Reinstatement to the Board for

reinsiiitement of his license to practice pharmacy. In support of his Petition. Mr. Barhino

submitted to a substance abuse evaluation by a Board—appointed evaluator and provided

documentation of his continued substance abuse treatment and participation in support groups.

FINDINGS OF FACT

• Mr. Barhino submitted to a substance abuse evaluation by a Board-appointed evaluator

on June 15, 2012. The Board’s evaluator found that Mr. Barbino should he able to safely

return to pharmacy practice under certain conditions, which have, been incorporated

herei ii.

2. Mr. Barhino entered into a rehabilitation contract with the Pharmacists Education and

Advocacy Council (“PEAC”) on July 29. 2009. and has been in lull compliance with its



terilis and conditions.

3. Mr. Barhino successfully completed an inpatient treatment program in August 2009. and

has been compliant with an outpatient treatment program at Kolmac Clinic since August

11.2009.

4. Mr. Barbino actively participates in an AA group 2—3 times per week and has provided

documentation of his attendance.

5. Mr. Barhino has been working as a car salesman since the surrender of his pharmacist’s

license.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

Mark Barhino has sufficiently demonstrated Uiat he is capable of practicing pharmacy in

a safe and ethical manner tinder the terms and conditions outlined in this Order.

ORDER

Based on an aitirmative vote of a majority ol the Board. it is this / / day of

ORDERED that Mr. Barhino’s license to practice pharmacy he reinstated. PROVIDED

THAT MR. BARJIINO ii1?ST SUCCESSFULLY COil IPLY WITH ALL LICENSURE

REQL!JRE4’IENTS GOVERNING REINSTATEML’NT, and he it further.

ORDERED that upon reinstatement. Mr. l3arhino’s license shall he immediately placed

on PROBATION for a minimum of FIVE (5) YLARS. BEGINNING JLLY 29. 2012. and

subject to the following conditions:

miormation about Mr. Rarbino from the prescriber to the Board: and he it further.

ORDERED that Mr. I3arhino’s execution of this Order shall constitute a release of an

and all medical records. substance abuse treatment records. and psychological/psychiatric

records pertaining to Mr. Barhino to the Board in complying with the terms and conditions set

forth herein. Purther. Mr. Barhino agrees and consents to the release by the l3oard of any

information or data produced in relation to this Order to any treatment provider: and be it further.

ORDERED that Mr. Barhino shall at all times cooperate with the Board in the

monitoring. supervision. and investigation of Mr. Barbino’s compliance with the terms aial

conditions 0r this Oier: and he it I nih

ORDERED that Mr. Barbino’s failure to fully cooperate with the Board shall be deemed

a violation of the probationary terms and a violation of this Order: and be it further.

ORDERED that in the event the Board linds br any good faith reason that Mr. Barbino

has relapsed, has violated any of the conditions of probation herein, or in the event that the Board

finds for any good faith reason that Mr. Barhino has committed a violation of Title 12 of the

Health Occupations Article or regulations adopted thereunder. the Board may immediawly
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suspend Mr. Barbino’s license prior to a hearing; and he it further.

ORDERED that Mr. Barhino may petition the Board for modification of the

probationary terms herein after one (I) year provided that he has been hilly compliant with all of

the terms of probation and has no outstanding complaints against him:

ORDERED that Mr. Barhino may petition the Board for release from piohation after

three (3) years provided that he has been fully compliant with all of the terms of probation and

has no outstanding complaints against him: and he it Further.

ORDERED that this is a formal order of the Mary land Board of Pharmacy and as such is

a public document pursuant to the Maryland Annotated Code, State Government Article, Section

10-617(h).
