I. On July 31, 2014, the Board received sclf-report submitted by Westbur

drugs into Maryland prior to being issued a pharmacy permit by the Maryland
Board.

2. The Pharmacy dispensed prescriptions into Maryland on ten (10) occasions
between November 2012 and March 2013 without a valid Maryland pharmacy

permit, although an application for such permit was pending at that time.
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. The Pharmacy has since revised its policies and procedures to include staff

training regarding permit requirements for out-of-state dispensing,
