Executive Director - The list of registrants for the December law exam was reviewed. A motion
was made, seconded, and unanimously carried to approve the list and others who may
register later.

Ms. Smith reported that an online psychologist licensure and psychology associate registration
application system has been implemented. Applicants can apply and track the progress of their
application online. It was also reported that proposed legislative bills are beginning to be
communicated. A bill that requires healthcare professionals to obtain continuing education on
bias and implicit bias is being proposed. The legislative session will officially begin on January
13, 2021.



Board
members were reminded to submit continuing education documentation during their renewal
year.

Mr. Felter, Board Counsel briefed the Board on a federal bill H.R.8680- Occupational Licensing
Board Antitrust Damages Relief Act of 2020 that was introduced. The bill establishes immunity
from antitrust liability for an official action taken by an occupational licensing board, or any
member, officer, employee, or agent of the board, as long as specified requirements are met. Mr.
Felter will keep the Board abreast of the bill’s progress.
